Crows feet

Crows feet are lines generated from the corner of the eyes.  They are caused by the contraction of orbicularis oculi muscles.

Action of orbicularis oculi muscles: They are rounded muscles around the eyes responsible for blinking, squinting and also forceful closure of the eyes.

Treatment options:

Due to the fact that these muscles are responsible for blinking and the blinking reflex (to prevent foreign bodies accidentally flow into the eye), it is recommended to SOFTEN these lines only.
Common side effect:

Bruising: due to the position of superficial small blood vessels around that area, it is possible for small bruising to occur.  Please let your doctor know if you are on blood thinning agents, fish oil, vitamin E and evening primose oil.

Eyebrow lift:

One can create a gentle eyebrow lift by placing very minute amount of product just under the eyebrow.  This allows the frontal muscles to pull and lift the eyebrows naturally.

Recommended dosage:

Crows feet: (5 to 10 units) each side

Eyebrow lift: (1-2 units) each side
