Forehead

Forehead horizontal lines are formed due to the strong Frontalis Muscles contracting up and down.  If you are having different areas treated, I will recommend you to start with the forehead first.  Dr Louisa will be able to explain why during the consultation.

Action of Frontalis muscle: 

Rises the Eyebrow and therefore causing wrinkles to the forehead.

Treatment options: 

1. Softening this area: you will still be able to move this muscle but causing less lines 

2. Completely  no lines: you will still be able to rise your eyebrows slightly but your forehead will have minimal lines.

Common Side effects:

1) Incomplete treatment, therefore some area still have lines

2) If treatment is given within 1 cm of the eyebrows, it may inadvertently cause dropping of eyebrows

3) Bruising:  Forehead is a very tight region and sometimes there are lots of hidden small blood vessels located very close to the surface.

Softening: (5-10 units)

Complete treatment: (10-20units)
