Frown lines

Frown lines are due to the contraction of 3 muscles, left and right Corrigator Supercilli located at the start of the each eyebrow and Procerus just at the top of the nasal bridge.

Action of Corrigator supercilli muscle: It pulls the eyebrow closer to the nasal bridge and therefore creating the frown look.  This also helps to reduce sun glare into the eyes.  They create an expression of suffering, anger or frustration.
Action of Procerus: It pulls the eyebrows down and at the nasal bridge causing nostrils to flare.  It creates an expression of anger.
Treatment options:

1. Softening this area: you will still be able to move this muscle but causing less lines 

2. Completely no lines: you will have very minimal frown movement.

Common side effects:

Headache – commonly within 72 hours

Swelling of treatment site – will settle over 10-15 mins

Rarer side effects:

Migration of the product leading to drooping of upper eye lid 

Recommended dosage:

Softening: 10-15 units

Complete: 20 units
